Why is God not answering our prayers

On Sunday, 21st January, Pope Francis
inaugurated ‘Year of Prayer’ ahead of the
2025 Jubilee, calling on the faithful “to
pray more fervently to prepare ourselves to
live properly this grace-filled event and to
experience the power of hope in God.”

We live in a hyper charged interruption driven world
today.

VOB: Congratulations Tina Benita on your great
achievement. For the benefit of the readers from
our parish, especially the youth, we want to know
more about you and your journey so far.

Parents are the first teachers, tell us about your
parents and how they guided and supported you to
become what you are today.

Tina: 1 am extremely grateful for my parents’
significant influence in shaping the person I am today.

AICUF places importance on leadership
development in specific areas such as women
empowerment, Dalit politics, advocacy for
marginalized groups, transgender empowerment,
and the role of youth in politics. The movement also
instills a sense of social responsibility in students
through regular visits to ashrams, homes, and
orphanages, fostering interaction with residents and
organizing various activities and interactive sessions.

This exposure is crucial because we may not
always be aware of everything happening in each
region.

Moreover, AICUF has boosted my confidence,
encouraging me to step out of my comfort zone and
engage with people most of the time. The ability to
improvise and handle last-minute challenges with
a calm mind has been a valuable skill developed

Remember, helping others in need is important.
Listen to what they have to say and be there for them.
What goes around comes around. Today, you might
help someone, and tomorrow, if you are in need, they
might be there for you.
